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Recent evidence has suggested a paraliel between attitudes and physical symptoms. Findings
demeonstrating the polarization of attitudes as a function of attentiona focus were extended to
reports of pain and muscle soreness. Three experiments confirmed the polarization reasoning that
the focusing of attention on physical symptoms increases their severity. Implications and the role
of affect in attitudes and symptoms are dsscussed.
